2023-2024.  

Hours for Level 1 students are 6:00-7:00 PM.

Tuition of $200 per child is required on the first day 
for returning students. 

Any child scheduled to receive Confirmation in 2024 
must have completed the  Pre-Confirmation instruction 
that was offered in Level 6.
