ASS YOURR PASTORR 

DEAR PARISHIONERS,

“Give thanks to the Lord, 
for He is good. His Mercy

endures forever.”

It is truly through God’s goodness and love that 
I have come to be the pastor of Saint Helena 
Parish. I have been pastor here for almost half 
of my 49 years of priesthood. In June, I have 
served 23 years at Saint Helena. Upon learning 
I was coming to Saint Helena, I came to realize 
that the parish was located on 78 acres of land! 
My prior parish, Our Lady of the Rosary, in 
West Philadelphia, did not even have a 
lawnmower. So, coming from Rosary with   
practically no grounds to a parish on 78 acres 
with an abundance of grass, parking lots,  
driveways, and pavements, was new to me.

Quickly upon arrival that June, I realized the 
goodness of our people. Through your       
generosity as parishioners, over the last 23 
years, we have been able to work “miracles” 
spiritually and physically. Our new Church was 
consecrated almost 19 years ago. The Chapel 
was dedicated about 19 years ago. Our Social 
and Recreational Center was blessed 18 ½ 
years ago. Close to 15 years ago we “bumped 
out” the front of the School to add a Library, 
Principal Office, Faculty Room, Computer 
Room, Art Room and a room that became the 
St. Gabriel (Nurse’s Office) Room. We       
re-configured the old Church into six new 
classrooms: four homerooms, an Honors Math 
room and a Science Lab. Five years ago we 
reconfigured the Convent to make Meeting 
Rooms. This dream of an extended campus 
became a reality because of YOU, the Faithful 
of Saint Helena Parish!

So, so many parishioners, many of which have 
since died, went above and beyond to make 
this happen. The goodness and generosity of 
YOU, the People of God, enabled “miracles” to 
be accomplished in our parish. I thank God in 
His Divine Providence for having sent me and

allowed me to be the pastor of this wonderful 
parish at this crucial and wonderful time.

In mid-January, I was informed that as of       
mid-June, that I will no longer be your Pastor.  
It is with a very heavy heart that I write this    
letter to you as it was to write that letter to the 
Archbishop. In fairness to you, I realize that my 
stamina/energy/strength (physically, mentally,      
emotionally) has been dissipating. Being a   
pastor requires a high amount of energy to do 
the “job” in the footsteps of Jesus. 

Understanding the parish’s needs and coming 
to terms with the reality of my “limitations”, I 
wrote the Archbishop a letter of resignation to 
retire as of June, 2023. My letter of resignation 
with retirement has been accepted and so I will 
be leaving this wonderful Parish on June 19, 
2023.

I pray that God will bless you with a wonderful, 
welcoming, vibrant and youthful pastor. As you 
and I stand on the shoulders of those who have 
gone before us, let us pray that your new    
pastor will stand on the shoulders of those who 
have gone before him.

Please pray for me as I begin a new “chapter” 
in my priestly life. As Saint Paul so beautifully 
states in his letter to the Ephesians:… I do not 
cease giving thanks to God for you…, the 
Faithful of St. Helena. I will forever remember 
you in prayer with gratitude and love.
